Program Abstract: 

According to a study by the Bureau of Justice, 32 percent of inmates at the State level and 26 percent of those at the Federal level reported they were using alcohol or drugs at the time of their offense. Reducing substance abuse not only helps to break the cycle of recidivism but can help prevent individuals from entering the justice system in the first place. This program will showcase how treatment and recovery services both within and outside the justice system transform lives and families, create safer communities, and serve as an effective crime prevention tool.

Key Questions: 

· How closely related are substance abuse and involvement with the criminal justice system?

· How can treatment for addiction help reduce costs to the criminal justice system?

· How can the criminal justice system be a gateway to treatment?

· What are drug courts and how do they benefit individuals with substance use disorders who have committed crimes?

· How can the criminal justice system be a recovery-oriented system of care and help to provide wraparound services for an individual in recovery?

· How prevalent are co-occurring disorders in the United States and why is this a particularly important issue for the criminal justice system?

· Why is cross-agency coordination and collaboration important for delivering effective treatment services?
